February Dinner Meeting Wrap-Up





Joe Azary presented risk management for the medical device industry.  He helped us understand the application of risk analysis methodologies and how to integrate risk management principles into our quality management system.  


Risk is an opportunity for something to happen.  There are several types of risk: product, process, business, and regulatory.  While the focus was on the medical device industry, to drive his points home, he also provided examples from other industries so everyone could relate to his ideas.  Joe pointed out that identifying risk can be done by historical data but for new product design, one needs to use theoretical analysis.  Risk is a choice not fate and what is acceptable risk at one point in time may not be acceptable at another time.


He gave us the principles of risk management planning in developing procedures and practices to analyze, evaluate and mitigate risks.  For risk analysis, FMEA is the most common tool used for the “bottom up” approach. He also suggested that brainstorming risk should be done using a diverse group of people to ensure all risks are compared to the costs and benefits.  


Joe helped us understand the regulatory requirements that mandate risk management. He reviewed some of the requirements for the ISO 14971:2000 standard on risk management for medical devices as well as risk management required by ISO 13485:2003, FDA QS regulations, and Annex I Essential Safety Requirements of the EU’s MDD. 


He pointed out that a lot of what is required in the medical industry also applies to other industries.  Reducing risk also reduces liabilities, recalls, and non-conformities and risk management should be part of your closed loop PDCA.
